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EPC and Building Regulations for Ventilation

Energy Performance Certificate (EPC)

An Energy Performance Certificate (EPC) is a scale on which

a building’s SAP score is rated, and is produced from the
modelling of a dwelling in RASAP. EPCs are a legal requirement
when selling or letting a property, allowing for comparison of
energy use and expected running costs.

‘A’ represents the most energy efficient property and ‘G’
represents the least energy efficient property. An EPC must
be carried out by a qualified Domestic Energy Assessor and
will also show a building’s environmental impact by
indicating its carbon dioxide emissions. The assessor looks at
factors such as the wall, floor and roof insulation, heating
system efficiency, and even the type of light bulbs in use.

EPCs also allow for minimum standards to be set and progress
to be tracked across the housing stock of property owners.
For example, a landlord may be looking for improvements in
their heating system as they need to bring their domestic
buildings up to an EPC of C or above by the 2025 deadline.

Products we typically supply for the improvement of EPCs
include Quantum HHR storage heater (see pages 14-15) and
Edel hot water heat pump ranges (see pages 32-33).

Building Regulations for Ventilation

England & Wales

Guidance on ventilation for domestic and non-domestic
buildings is set out in Approved Document Part F of the
Building Regulations. The latest version is available on the
UK Government website.

Scotland

Ventilation guidance is provided in the Building Standards
Technical Handbooks which can be downloaded from the
Scottish Government website.

Running Costs and Efficiency

Running Costs

What a system will cost to run is a question everyone wants
to ask, but it's not so simple to answer. The running cost of
a heating system will be impacted by:

» Qutside temperatures

» Thermostat setting (inside temperatures)
« Duration of heating / occupancy

* Insulation levels of the space

» The amount of hot water used

« Energy tariff and electricity unit cost

To minimise costs, it's important to pick the correct technology
for the building and occupancy patterns. The existing heating
system, metering arrangement and building attributes will
decide what can be fitted. It's critical to match the energy
tariff type to the system as well, making sure to consider
water heating requirements alongside those of the space
heating system. Our team can't tell you what a system is
going to cost to run, but they can help you work out which
system is likely to be the cheapest. Contact us today for

Efficiency

The term ‘efficiency’ is often used incorrectly when describing
electric heating. Electric heating is 100% efficient at the point
of use. This means that every kW that the heating system
draws through the electricity meter ends up as heat in the space.

In 2018 the EcoDesign directive set minimum compliance levels
of accuracy for thermostats, meaning that all products on the
market will be within decimal points of a degree of each other.
Because of this, the heating system only draws the energy
that it needs to keep a space at a set temperature, which

is the amount of energy that is lost to outside through the
materials between the spaces. When we talk about efficiency,
what we often mean is how accurately the heating system
can maintain the temperature required by the occupants, and
how easily it can be adjusted for change. This is the reason
that energy saving features such as open window detection
and on the go adjustment capabilities, like those offered with
the Dimplex Control Hub and smart app, are important
considerations to make when thinking about how efficient a
heating system will be in use.

Finally, having addressed energy efficiency, it can be more
cost-efficient to draw energy at a time when it is cheaper, for
example by using smart storage heating and off peak tariffs.
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Ensuring Compliance

Bathrooms

Any electrical appliances installed in a bathroom should
be fitted by a competent electrician in accordance
with the current |.E.E. Regulations.

Safety

Dimplex products are designed to comply with the
requirement of EN60335 part 1 of the British Standard
covering the safety requirements of electric heating
appliances, and momentary contact with any part of
the heater, should not cause injury. However, in order
to be effective, heaters or towel rails of any type do
get hot especially (if applicable) around the air outlet
grille. Therefore if aged or infirm persons, or young
children, are likely to be unsupervised in the vicinity
of a heater we advise precautions should be taken.
We recommend a guard is fitted around the heater,
as is normal with many types of heating appliances in
similar circumstances, to ensure contact with the
heater is avoided and objects cannot be inserted into
the product. Heating appliances should never be
covered or positioned where objects may fall onto them.
